(Revelation 17:9-11)

7 Heads = 7 Mountains = 7 Kingdoms 
5 fallen, 1 is, 1 to come + also an 8th

6. Roman Empire - “one is”
Rome falls AD 476 “fatal wound”
Rise of Papal Rome “fatal wound healed”
(Rev. 13:3)

7. Byzantine Empire - “not yet come”

Constantinople, “New Rome”, AD 330 
Center of power shifts from Rome in the 
west to Constantinople in the east

8. Islamic Empire - “also an 8th”

Islam conquers lands of Roman Empire 
in the east and north Africa; various 
centers of power over time, including 
Damascus, Baghdad, Cairo, Istanbul

Constantinople falls to Ottoman Turks
1453, renamed Istanbul

Ottoman Empire 1517-1917

Danielʼs Image (Daniel 2:31-45)

Roman Empire - Iron legs 
2 legs represent east and west divisions 
of the empire

Iron represents superior strength of 
Romeʼs government and armies that 
conquered previous empireʼs lands

Divided kingdom (Dan. 2:41)
divided between Christian (iron) and 
Islamic (clay) empires and peoples

Islamic Empire - Clay portion of feet 
and toes

 “they will combine with one another in 
the seed of men” refers to Islamic men 
producing children with Christian 
women; “but they do not adhere to one 
another” refers to the conflict between 
Islam and Christianity and lack of 
assimilation of Islam with other cultures/
religions (Dan. 2:43) 

Danielʼs Four Beasts (Daniel 7)

4 great beasts from the sea, different 
from one another (Daniel 7:3)

Roman Empire (Dan. 7:7, 19, 23) 
Extremely strong, dreadful, terrifying w/ 
iron teeth, bronze claws, devours, 
crushes, tramples = Romeʼs strength and 
conquest of previous empireʼs lands 
Ten horns (Dan. 7:7, 20, 24):
Augustus, Tiberias, Caligula, Claudius, 
Nero, Vespasian, Titus, Domitian, Trajan, 
Hadrian 
Little horn (Dan. 7:8, 20-26:)
Constantine - (& Roman Church/Papacy)
